Measuring how the animal is growing when it is on a special or 
different diet, like weighing it regularly and recording change 
on a graph; identifying what food the animal prefers to eat; 
identifying what treats the animal likes to eat best. 
Breeding animals to teach about reproduction, teaching about 
animal care and how to handle animals correctly. 

Changing the animal or its usual living conditions in any way 
by introducing any parasite, bacteria/virus or outside factor 
such as a drug, chemical or biological product; or not providing 
the animal with the care it needs to live its usual life.
